Untreated wood and unpainted wood, other than the logs, branches and twigs which are a result of land clearing, rarely if ever would go to a Land Clearing and Inert Debris landfill.  The changes made to this rule will not result in a financial impact to the owner/operator of the landfill.  If anything was in a load destined for a Land Clearing and Inert Debris landfill other than what was allowed by regulations that would have to be removed before disposal.  Because LCIDs in NC generally charge by the truckload, not by weight, there would not be a difference in the amount charged by the operator/owner.

An exceedance of the NC groundwater standards has historically been the primary method of determining if assessment or corrective action was required and will now remain as the sole method for analyzing sample results.
