YEAR 2014 ANNUAL FEE & FIRM PERMITTING 
The N.C. Division of Waste Management operates a Septage Management Program in accordance with G.S. 130A-291.  Every septage management firm is required by the General Statutes to obtain a permit to operate prior to starting business and prior to the start of each calendar year.

The N.C. Septage Management Rules, 15 NCAC 13B, were last amended April 1, 2010.  If you do not have a copy, please contact our office or you download the rules from our website at http://portal.ncdenr.org/web/wm/sw/septage .  Particular attention should also be paid to Section .0833 which requires the submission of certain information and the payment of an annual fee to the Department in order to obtain a permit.  

Your year 2014 annual fee should be made payable to the DIVISION OF WASTE MANAGEMENT and mailed along with the required properly completed “Application to Operate a Septage Management Firm”.  Should your check be returned for non-payment a fee of $25.00 will be charged.  If the check is not adjusted by January 1, 2013, your fee payment will be considered late which will subject you to the 50% late fee. 
Please note that the General Statutes, GS 130A-291.1(e2) provides that a 50% late fee be submitted by the applicant if the annual fee payment and a properly completed application are not submitted by January 1st, 2014.  

Everyone who operates a Septage Management Firm (Restaurant) must submit a completed Application and Fee. All forms submitted must be originals.
1) If you operate a septage management facility (which may consist of a septage land application site, boat pump-out/storage, septage storage tanks, septage treatment facility, and/or grease treatment facility) you must submit the following:



a. “Application for Permit to Operate a Septage Management Firm”.


b. Annual fee payment.


c. Copy of continuing education class certificate if you attended Ms. Sherry Bagwell’s 




course in Winston-Salem and NOT a course offered by NC Pumper Group or the NC 




Septic Tank Association.


d. Please sign and date the enclosed “Procedures to Clean an Interior Point-Of-Use 



Grease Interceptor” or enclose a copy of your company’s own procedures along with your 

permit application. 
2) If you are no longer operating a Septage Management Facility, please sign and return the enclosed “Notice of Ceased Operation as a Septage Management Firm.”
